Pennsylvania Interfaith Power & Light (IPL) is a community of congregations, faith-based organizations,
and individuals of faith responding to climate change as a moral issue, through advocacy, energy conserva-
tion, energy efficiency, and the use of clean, renewable energy. Put more simply, IPL helps congregations
think about energy usage as a matter of stewardship.

From April 29 to May 4, Jon Brockopp, a member of Grace Lutheran, will lead a group of IPL bicyclists for

the 5t annual bike trip from State College to Washington, DC — 200 miles in 4 days. The cyclists connect with communi-
ties and people of faith, led by low-emissions example, and share PA IPL’s work and mission.
