2023 Centre County Toys for Tots In Review

With weather cooperating and great community support, the 2023 Marine Toys for Tots campaign in Centre
and Mifflin County was a great success.

1021 needy children identified by the six county food pantries excluding State College Food Bank re-
ceived four toys per child. State College residents were served at the Unregistered Site. This was 23%
higher than in 2022. In addition, 447 grandparents were able to provide two toys per child — an increase of
13% over 2022.

890 children were provided four toys per child and two toys per grandchild for an additional 494 grand-
parents at the Unregistered Site for those families that missed the cut-off date of the food pantries.
Cumulatively, this was an almost 7% increase over 2022. 40 children that missed the distribution in
Mifflin County were also able to be served at the Unregistered Site.

We were again able to assist the Centre County Children and Youth along with the support of the PA State
Police in providing toys to 53 foster children.

The Unregistered site is a critical piece of our campaign and is run by the Park Forest Baptist Church un-
der the leadership of Youth Pastor Jon Atkinson.

Our Centre County effort was again provided nearly $41,000 of “supplemental toys” from the Marine
Toys for Tots Foundation and national sponsorships and donations. We were again able to provide over
2300 toys to 595 needy children in Mifflin County. They also collected over 700 toys in Miftlin County
as that county effort grows and hopefully at some point becomes autonomous.

We collected over 3700 food items plus $200 in grocery store gift cards along with the toys which were
also distributed to the food pantries excluding State College which declined needing any of this food
collected.

The remaining items were dispersed among 16 Centre County Social Service agencies to help with their
program needs and will be used by an estimated 6000 additional children.

Over 300 businesses and groups supported our countywide effort for 2023.

There were more than 300 drop off points around the county.

We had sufficient volunteers to help us with a modified wrapping of toys — instead of individually
wrapped and labeled, they were sorted and bagged by age and gender for each child.

The Marine Toys for Tots Foundation counts books as 1/3 toy and stocking stuffers as 1/5 toy and the After
Action Report to the Foundation reflects having distributed over 18,000 toys for 2023. Businesses, churches,
youth groups, scout troops, campus groups and departments, fire companies, Penn State Navy ROTC, Army
Reserve, Navy League of Central PA, and the Marines and their families of the Nittany Leathernecks all
worked in concert to provide some “hope and joy” to children in our community that might have lost hope if
not for this community effort. I am proud of this community and what it can accomplish for the less fortunate
in our midst. Thank you again for your support and we look forward to having your assistance in 2024.
